Avalanche Monitoring Sites
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The Snow Avalanche and Landslide Research Center has established avalanche monitoring sites for research on
avalanche causes and motion. Because avalanches are fleeting, chances to observe them are rare. This makes our
monitoring sites especially important to our research. We have two monitoring sites: one in the Maseguchi District of
[toigawa City, Niigata Pref., and another in the Happo'one District of Hakuba Village, Nagano Pref. In addition to
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being equipped with a CCTV camera and a seismograph to detect and record avalanches, the sites are equipped with AESFRERIRGES - Y1 MIBE
telemetry and avalanche impact pressure sensors. All this allows for a comprehensive avalanche monitoring. Locations of avalanche monitoring sites
